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In the words of the Cole Porter song: ?Birds do it. Bees do it. Even educated fleas do it.? In
reality, although bees are very good at it, birds and fleas don?t do much polyhedral meshing ?
but then neither do some CFD engineers.

Whether polyhedral meshes are the best for all types of CFD calculations still remains to be
proved (although | think that the evidence in their favor is rather compelling). Nature, however,
has come to her own conclusions and is full of examples of two and three?dimensional
tessellations that bear remarkable similarities to CD?adapco?s polyhedral meshes. In
contrast, there are relatively few examples of naturally occurring hexahedral and tetrahedral
mesh structures.

So how is it that

honeybees (average brain size 1g) manage to outmesh those CFD engineers (average brain
size 12509) who still religiously rely on tetrahedral meshing? The answer is obviously not that
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
